 We have only 
recently fin-

ished one of the three great celebrations 

in the church’s life, Christmas, Easter 

and Pentecost.  We have ended our cel-

ebration of the birth of Christ and we 

are moving quickly, now, toward the 

second  celebration, the resurrection of 

Christ from the dead. 

 It is tempting to skip the in-between 

days and go straight to the next celebra-

tion.  All of us, I suppose, wish that life 

could be just one celebration after an-

other.  When it is not, we are prone to 

throwing a tantrum  similar to that of 

Charles Schultz’ Peanuts cartoon char-

acter, Lucy. 

 Lucy has been facing several of those 

in-between days that have been less 

than stellar.   As she slogs her way 

through yet another boring and difficult 

day, she complains bitterly to her long-

suffering brother, Linus.  Linus, ever 

the pragmatic theologian and philoso-

pher, responds with a bit of folk wis-

dom.  “Lucy,” he says, “Life has its ups 

and downs.” 

 “But why?” demands Lucy, “Why? 

Why can’t life be all ups?”  We under-

stand Lucy’s complaint, don’t we? 

 The in-between days make up the ma-

jority of the days of our lives.  Perhaps 

that is why the soap opera’s with their 

slow, drudging pace are so popular.  It 

is also why they are so depressing with 

their depiction of endless days of life lived 

at its lowest level. 

 The in-between days don’t have to be 

that way, however.  We can view those 

days as being full of the stuff of life: 

people to love, 

    problems to solve, 

       talents to use, 

         work to be done. 

 That is why we cannot move too quickly 

to Easter.  We must walk with Jesus 

through the in-between days of his life on 

the journey from Christmas to Easter.  If 

we don’t give those in-between days their 

due, we won’t understand Easter when we 

get there. 

 Consequently, during the Lenten season 

that begins on February 22, we will, in our 

worship, take a close look at each of the 

days in the last week of Jesus’ life. 

We are entitling the series of Lenten mes-

sages, “The Week That Changed the 

World.”  I have chosen that title because 

the events of that week can teach us some-

thing about how to live the in-between 

days in a way that joins us to Christ’s res-

urrection. 

 I’ll see you on Easter, of course, but be-

fore then, I’ll be looking for you in the in-

between days as we worship the God who 

makes every day worth living.
